Scripture:

Each member has a 
part to play in glorifying God and accomplishing His purposes. We are thankful 

to God for giving leaders to equip His body towards maturity. We seek to 
recognize and develop such leadership gifts (1 Corinthians 12-14, Ephesians 

4:11-16). 
• We value the genuine and creative expression of worship from each believer. 

Both individual and collective worship brings glory to God. Our whole lives are a 
living sacrifice, to be offered to Him as worship (Romans 12: 1). 

• Viewing ourselves as stewards of our God-given resources of time, money and 
lives we seek to administer them responsibly to the accomplishment of His
